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I. INTRODUCTION 

Intent of this Document 

The City of Pompano Beach adopted major EAR Based amendments to its 

Comprehensive Plan in 1997.  Since that time, additional text amendments were adopted 

by ordinance in 1999, 2000 and 2004.  The individual ordinances, adoption date and

EAR also provides a brief City profile, describes the Report preparation process and

Population projections included in the 1997 EAR Based Amendments are very close to 

the current population estimate.  Table LU-11 projected a resident population estimate of 

79,078 for 2005.  According to Table 3, the 2006 population estimate for the City’s 1997 

boundary was 76,667.

City of Pompano Beach  

The City has a wide variety of residential projects with development approvals or in the 

development approval process.  Two (2) of the largest projects include the Atlantic Point 

redevelopment project on the barrier island where the former commercial use is being 

redeveloped for 263 dwelling units and commercial floor area and the Orchid Grove 

redevelopment in the central portion of the City where the former shopping center is 

being redeveloped for 481 dwelling units.  Additional residential projects are also 
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underway within the two (2) CRA’s and the rest of the City.  Population estimates have 

been developed from information provided in part by Broward County for 2010 through 

2025.  The City’s resident population is projected to increase by 18,449 people over the 

next ten (10) years (see Table 4 below).

As noted previously, there have been three (3) major annexations since the 1997 EAR 

Based Amendments.  Figure 2 identified the current City boundaries and the three (3) 

annexation areas.  The three (3) annexations added 2,224 acres or 3.5 square miles to the 

City’s land area.  The City is now approximately 25 square miles of total land area with 

the annexations.  The City is working on Plan Amendments to fully incorporate the 

annexation areas into the Comprehensive Plan. 

 

Plan Amendment: The Data and Analysis, Future Land Use Map and Objectives and 

Policies will need to be amended to incorporate the 2000 and 2004 annexations. It is 

expected the following Plan Elements will need to be amended: the Future Land Use, 

Housing, Transportation, Recreation and Open Space, Conservation, Infrastructure and 

Capital Improvement. 

3. The amount and location of vacant land, its suitability and availability for 

development. (163.3191[2][a], F.S. 

In 1995, the 1997 EAR Base Plan identified 2,164 acres of vacant land within the City 

(per Table LU-1).  In 1995, vacant land represented approximately 16% of the City’s 

total area.  GIS analysis of Broward County Property Appraisers 2005 data files indicate 

approximately 1,321 acres of vacant land exists in the City.  This is approximately eight 

percent (8%) of the City area.   

Figure 4 illustrates the location of vacant land and its future land use.  The results of the 

analysis are provided in Table 6.  Approximately 22% of the vacant land is zoned 

residential, 23% commercial, 34% industrial and 21% other uses.  The majority of the 

vacant land is located in the northwestern portion of the City.  Several sites in the City are 

currently under development and the estimates above are based on information at a given 

point in time.

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The reduction in vacant land is consistent with the trends identified in the 1997 EAR 

Based Plan Amendments.  There are no limitations to continued development that have 

not been addressed.  The vacant land can be developed consistent with the future land use 

designation. 

 

Result: No Impacts, Changes in Circumstances, Problems or Needed Plan Amendments. 

 

 The extent to which the community has been able to meet the demands of growth on 

infrastructure, maintain level of service standards, provide public services and 

facilities, and evaluate the financial feasibility of the Plan. (163.3191[2][c], F.S.  

 

Since the 1997 EAR Based Plan Amendments, the City population has grown from 

approximately 75,609 residents in 1996 to 79,555 residents in 2005 based on the 1997 

City boundary.  Annexations added 2,224 acres to the City and increased the 2005 

resident population to 101,712 residents.  With the current City boundaries, the City 

population has increased by 26,103 from the 1997 Plan. Table 4 projects the City 

population will increase to 110,936 in 2010 and to 120,161 by the year 2015. 

 

The City of Pompano Beach is generally responsible for providing services for Potable 

Water, Sanitary Sewer, Solid Waste, Drainage and Aquifer Recharge, Transportation and 

Recreation and Open Space.  The changes to the services from the 1997 Plan and 2005 

are provided below. Information on the demands the population growth will place on 

services is further described as well as the impacts to Level of Service and the Plan’s 

financial feasibility.  Table 7 summarizes the 2005 existing conditions and the resulting 

Level of Service.  The projected Level of Service through the planning horizon of 2015 is 

also presented.  A narrative discussion then follows on each public service.

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Potable Water 

 

The majority of the City is provided potable water from the City’s water system.  Figure 

5 highlights area of the City which are served by other providers or areas outside of the 

City which are provided service by the City.  A small portion of the City in the northwest, 

southwest and northeast are served by Broward County 1A and 2A. The Figure also 

depicts portions of the City of Lighthouse Point and the Town of Lauderdale by the Sea 

which receive City water. 

 

The City water treatment plant has a 2005 capacity of 40 million gallons per day.  In 

1995, the facility had an average demand of 16.22 MGD (with a capacity of 40 MGD).  

In 2005, the Plant had an average demand of 17.266 MGD.  While the City’s 2005 

population is 101,712, the population served by potable water is 81,624.  The adjustments 

in population include a reduction of 24,194 for areas serviced by Broward County and an 

increase of 4,106 for the City of Lighthouse Point (1,351 population served) and the 

Town of Lauderdale by the Sea (2,755 population served). The City’s Water Use Permit 

with the SFWMD provides for 22.17 MGD withdrawal capacity through 2010 and 20.33 

MGD after 2010. 

 

The City opened a Water Reuse Facility in 1989.  The purpose of the facility is to reduce 

the amount of raw water withdrawn from the aquifer and subsequently processed for 

consumption.  The initial reuse capacity was 2.5 MGD utilizing effluent removed from 

the Broward County North Regional Wastewater Plan outfall pipe prior to discharge.  

The reuse facility currently serves a 400 acre area in the vicinity of the City’s Public Golf 

Course averaging approximately 1.3 MGD.  A Reuse Master Plan Update was prepared 

in 1999.  The City recently completed an expansion of the Reuse Facility to 7.5 MGD 

capacity.  The Reuse Facility has halted the western movement of the salt water intrusion 

zone, thereby protecting the City’s eastern wells. 
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The City has adequate capacity to serve the anticipated 2015 population due in part to the 

current plant’s available capacity (see Table 7) and the continued growth of the Reuse 

Facility for irrigation needs. The City is installing additional distribution lines for the 

reuse facility to further reduce the potable water use for irrigation purposes. The City’s 

improvements to the Water System are primarily derived from the water system user 

revenues and grants.  In FY2006, the Water and Sewer Renewal and Replacement Fund 

totaled approximately 4.2 million dollars.  For FY2007 through FY 2010, 15.3 million 

dollars are budgeted for continued improvements.  Because the Water System is under 

capacity and funded from user fees, the City will be able to maintain LOS standards. 

 

The Broward County 1A Plant provides water for a small portion of the southwest area of 

the City.  In 1995, the Plant had a 15 MGD capacity and average flow of 9.5 MGD.  

Average flow in 2005 according to the SFWMD was 8.5 MGD with projected demand in 

2015 of 11.8 MGD.  Based on the 2015 projected demand, the Plant has adequate 

capacity to accommodate the population growth. 

 

The Broward County 2A Plant provides water for the 2000 and 2004 annexation areas 

and the northwest portion of the City.  In 1995, the Plant had a 40 MGD capacity and 

average flow of 14.58 MGD.  In 1995, the Plant primarily served the northwest part of 

the City north of Copans Road.  In 2005, the Plan had an average flow of 19.9 MGD.  

Because the Plant is only operating at about 50% of its capacity and the service area is 

essentially built-out, the Plant will be able to accommodate the population growth 

through 2015. 

 

Sanitary Sewer 

 

Sanitary Sewer flows in the City of Pompano Beach have similar service entities as 

Potable Water.  The majority of the City’s sanitary sewer flows are collected by the 

City’s Sanitary Sewer Collection System and transferred to the Broward County North 

Regional Wastewater Plant for processing and disposal.  A small portion of the City in 
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the northwest and northeast is served by Broward County and the City provides for Town 

of Lauderdale by the Sea’s sanitary sewer flows (see Figure 5). 

 

The City’s collection system of gravity lines, pump stations and force mains transmits the 

collected wastewater to the North Regional Plant.  The City has an Interlocal Agreement 

with Broward County to accommodate 15.71 million gallons per day of sanitary sewer 

flow. In 1995, the North Regional Plant had a capacity of 80 MGD with an average 

demand of 65 MGD.  In 2005, the Plant had a capacity of 84.0 MGD with an average 

demand flow of 71.8 MGD.  Broward County is currently expanding the Plant to 100 

MGD.  The Plant expansion is will to be completed in 2006.  The City’s flow to the 

Regional Plant is estimated at 13.6 MGD in 1995, 15.2 MGD in 2005, 15.88 MGD in 

2010 and 15.95 MGD in 2015. 

 

The City has adequate sanitary sewer capacity to serve the anticipated 2015 population 

due in part to the Regional Plant’s expanded capacity and the continued growth of the 

Reuse Facility for irrigation needs and the rehabilitation of the collection system to 

reduce inflow and infiltration. The City’s improvements to the Sanitary Sewer System are 

primarily derived from the Sewer System user revenues and grants.  In FY2006, the 

Water and Sewer Renewal and Replacement Fund totaled approximately 4.2 million 

dollars.  For FY2007 through FY 2010, 15.3 million dollars are budgeted for continued 

improvements.  Because the Sewer System is under capacity and funded from user fees, 

the City will be able to maintain LOS standards. 

 

Solid Waste 

 

The City contracts with Waste Management, Inc., to collect and dispose of solid waste 

material and garbage within the City.  The majority of material collected within the City 

is transported to the North Broward Resource Recovery Plant (NBRRP) and the Central 

Disposal Sanitary Landfill (CDSL).  The City has also implemented a recycling program 

to reduce the quantity of solid waste.  The City’s Level of Service for Solid Waste is 7.8 

pounds per person per day.  In 2005, the quantity of solid waste generated in the City was 
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estimated at 397 tons per day based on the LOS of 7.8 pounds per person per day.  With 

the population growth of the City, future quantities of solid waste are 433 tons per day in 

2010 and 469 tons per day in 2015.  Waste Management facilities at the NBRRP and 

CDSL have sufficient capacity or capabilities to accommodate the City’s solid waste 

through 2015, although the CDSL is expected to reach capacity between 2010 – 2015 and 

an alternate site will be necessary. 

 

The Solid Waste data and analysis needs to be updated to address the capacity limitations 

of the CDSL.  The update may also result in changes to the City’s Solid Waste LOS 

Standards. 

 

Drainage and Aquifer Recharge 

 

The Drainage System that serves the City is comprised of primary and secondary canals, 

water control facilities and surface lakes.  The system is operated by the South Florida 

Water Management District, Broward County and the City.  The Drainage System 

discharges excess storm water from storm events into the Atlantic Ocean via the 

Intracoastal Waterway.  The Drainage System also provides recharge of the Biscayne 

Aquifer, the primary raw water source. 

 

A series of LOS Standards is included in the 1997 Plan providing for a 25 Year 3-Day 

Storm Event for allowable discharge; 10 Year 1-Day Storm Event for road crown 

elevation; and, a 100 Year 1-Day Storm Event for minimum finished floor elevation.  A 

Stormwater Master Plan was prepared in 1999 which consisted on 20 drainage 

improvements located throughout the City at a cost of $4,394,502.  The City 

implemented the 20 projects from funding derived from the newly created Storm Water 

Utilty which assesses all properties a storm water maintenance fee. An additional 19 

projects were identified for the Phase 2 effort at a cost of $13,816,062. 

 

The FY2006 Capital Improvement Plan provides 13 major drainage projects over the next 

five (5) years with an estimated cost of 7 million dollars.  The funding for these efforts 
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are provided by the Storm Water Utility which is a pay-as-you-go program enabling the 

program to be financially supported.  Additional studies and improvements will be 

needed for the annexation areas, which are under evaluation to identify needed storm 

water drainage improvements. 
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Transportation 

The City’s Transportation Element provides for a multi-modal transportation system 

incorporating highways, transit, aviation, bicycle and pedestrian modes of travel.  The 

Transportation System that serves the City is managed by the State of Florida, Broward 

County and the City.  A comparison of 1995 and 2005 peak season conditions is provided 

in Table 8.  This Table provides information from the 1997 Plan and the 2005 conditions 

are the most recent full year of data available for analysis. 

 

The 1997 Plan programmed roadway improvements included Blount Road extension, 

widening of Copans and Sample Road and construction of the missing sections of 

Andrews Avenue Extension between Pompano Park Place to Copans Road.  The FY2006 

Broward County MPO includes completion of two (2) Andrews Avenue projects in the 

vicinity of Atlantic Boulevard, Copans Road widening to 6 lanes east of the Turnpike and 

widening of the Florida Turnpike to 8 lanes.  Several projects are included in the FY2006 

City Capital Improvement Plan to improve and enhance local roadways.  Approximately 

21.5 million dollars of the 40 million dollar program is earmarked for transportation 

improvements.  Major projects recently completed include road resurfacing (4.6 million 

dollars), major highway beautification (0.4 million dollars), NW 27th Avenue (0.9 million 

dollars), Harbor Drive (4.1 million dollars), East Atlantic Boulevard (3.7 million dollars) 

and Cypress Road (1.3 million dollars).    

 

The transportation LOS impacts of the future population growth through 2015 was 

assessed.  The Broward County MPO 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan traffic 

volumes were obtained and used to estimate the traffic volumes and resulting LOS of 

highway system for 2010 and 2015.  Table 9 provides the estimated peak season traffic 

volumes and LOS for 2005, 2010, 2015 and 2030.  Table 9 indicates the Level of Service 

for many roadways will decrease according to the modeling volumes provided by the 

Broward County MPO.  The resulting LOS however may differ from the results provided 

based on increased transit services and ridership associated with Broward County’s 

Transit Concurrency Impact Fee Program.

The 1997 Plan identified existing transit routes and major destinations.  Figure 6 provides 

a comparison with 2005 transit routes and major destinations.  New transit routes and or 

improved area transit coverage include Powerline Road north of Atlantic Boulevard, NW 

3rd Avenue north of 15th Street to Copans Road, a new route along Atlantic Boulevard 

and NE 12th Avenue north of Copans Road to Sample Road in the annexed area.  The 

City also operates two community shuttle buses with scheduled connections to Broward 

County routes and the community shuttles of Deerfield Beach and Hillsboro Beach.  The 

Blue Line serves the area around City Hall, north Dixie Highway, Leisureville and 

Sample Road.  The Green Line serves the beach area, NE 14th Avenue and Atlantic 

Boulevard. 

 

Broward County implemented a Transit Concurrency Impact Fee in December 2004.  

This fee revised the prior Traffic Impact Fee to a Transit Concurrency Impact Fee.  Under 

the new Fee System, the City of Pompano Beach is located in the Northeast Zone where 

each PM peak hour trip associated with a new use for a building permit will cost $975.  

The revenue generated by the Transit Concurrency Impact Fee will provide improved 

transit facilities within the Northeast Zone.  Transportation concurrency is satisfied with 

payment of the transit fee.  The former Traffic Concurrency Exception Area has been 

deleted and replaced by the Transit Concurrency Impact Fee.  The City is working with 

Broward County to improve the transit facilities and transit Level of Service within the 

Northeast Zone. 

 

The City Capital Improvement Plan provides $100,000 a year annually for City sidewalk 

repairs and maintenance.  This program is expected to continue in the future. 

 

The City needs to update the data and analysis portion of the City’s Transportation 

Element to fully reflect the current conditions in the Highway and Transit modes.  The 

update should also incorporate revisions to the Traffic Concurrency Exception Area and 

the Broward Transit Concurrency Impact Fee. 
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The major framework of the Transportation System that serves the City is essentially in 

place and major new highway expansion projects of the arterial system are not 

envisioned.  The majority of the future Transportation System improvements will be 

oriented to further improvements in Public Transit including more frequent and improved 

route coverage.  Broward County has implemented a Transit Concurrency Impact Fee to 

address Transportation Concurrency.  The new Fee will be major funding source for 

future transit improvements.  While some deficiencies are expected in the Highway 

System, the additional improvements provided in the Transit System are expected to be 

adequate to serve the City’s transportation demands associated with population growth 

over the next ten (10) years. 

 

The City needs to update the Transportation objectives and policies and data and analysis 

portion of the City’s Comprehensive Plan to incorporate revisions to the Traffic 

Concurrency Exception Area and the Broward Transit Concurrency Impact Fee. 

 

Recreation and Open Space 

 

In the 1997 Plan, the City owned or leased 47 park sites totaling 714.4 acres.  The 

adopted LOS for Park and Recreation are: 2 acres per 1,000 population for Neighborhood 

Parks; 1 acre per 1,000 population for Community Parks; and, 2 acres per 1,000 

population for Urban Parks.  In 1994, the City population required 183 acres of 

Neighborhood Parks, whereas, 188 acres were existing.  For Community Parks, the 1994 

population would require 91.5 acres, 134.6 acres existed.  The City also had 378.2 acres 

of Urban Parks in 1994 versus the required 177 acres.  The 1997 Plan identified a need to 

acquire approximately 15 acres of neighborhood parks to meet anticipated population in 

2005. 

 

The City includes park and recreation improvements within the Capital Improvement 

Plan and has had an active program of upgrading park and recreation facilities.  Since the 

1997 Plan, the City had added several additional parks including: North Broward 

Community Park (20.4 acres); Pompano Beach Highlands Park (3.3 acres); Cresthaven 
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Park (1.5 acres); Sand Spur Park (1.8 acres); Weaver Community Park (11 acres); and, 

Avondale Park (2.3 acres).  The City is currently working on Hunter Manors Park, a new 

9 acre site. 

 

Based on Table 7, the City has adequate park and recreation facilities to meet the 

anticipated population through 2010. It is expected that additional projects, not yet 

included in the Capital Improvement Program will increase the acreage for neighborhood 

parks in order to satisfy the LOS in 2015. 

 

The City’s Capital Improvement Plan included in the 1997 EAR Based Amendments 

provided approximately 39 million dollars for needed infrastructure improvements.  The 

City has continued to provide necessary funding to improve infrastructure and the 

enhancement of the City.  The current Capital Improvement Plan includes 98 projects 

budgeted during FY2005.  Approximately 53 million dollars has been expended or 

encumbered leaving a balance of 14 million for all previously approved projects.   

 

The City reviews the Capital Improvement Plan annually, however the Plan provides for 

improvements over the next five (5) years.  Challenges in the future will be to continue to 

provide adequate funding levels for the City’s infrastructure services to maintain the 

quality of life.   While the City is adequately meeting its Level of Service needs, Plan 

Amendments may be necessary to improve the coordination between Plan Elements and 

the scheduling of future improvements. 

 

Plan Amendment: The Data and Analysis will need to be updated to refine the population 

estimates for 2005 - 2015 by Planning Area.  This effort will require Plan Amendments to 

the Transportation, Recreation and Open Space Element, Infrastructure (Potable Water, 

Sanitary Sewer and Solid Waste) Element and Capital Improvements Element.  The need 

for this Plan Amendment is related to Local Major Issue No. 4: Capital Improvements 

(w/Tax Base). 
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 Whether development has located where it was anticipated in the Plan as last 

amended. (163.3191[2][d], F.S. 

 

Development and redevelopment activities in the City and in the recently annexed areas 

has proceeded in line with the 1997 Plan and has not created any unanticipated problems 

or unforeseen events.  The City has processed land use plan amendments to address 

changes in land use such as Orchid Grove and the East CRA.  This item is therefore not 

applicable. 

 

Result:  No Impacts, Changes in Circumstances, Problems or Needed Plan Amendments. 

 

 The success or failure of the coordination of the Future Land Use map and School 

Facilities Planning, including use of the joint population projections. (163.3191[2][k], 

F.S. 

 

The Comprehensive Plan was amended in Ordinance 2000-02 to incorporate the “Schools 

Land Use Plan Amendment”.  Future Land Use Element Objective 01.14.00 and Policies 

01.14.01 – 01.14.04 address cooperation with the School Board on School Sites.  The 

City of Pompano Beach, other municipalities and Broward County entered into an 

Interlocal Agreement with the Broward County School Board as per Sections 163.31777 

and 1013.33 F.S., to jointly establish the specific procedure in which the plans and 

processes of the Broward County School Board and local governments are to be 

coordinated.  Figure 7 depicts the locations of public schools within the City. 

 

The City also participates annually in preparing a listing of residential development 

projects expected to be constructed over the following 5 year period.  This listing is 

developed by Traffic Analysis Zone to facilitate joint population projections by Broward 

County, the Broward County School Board and Broward’s Cities.  While the City has 

participated in discussions with the School Board and incorporated Objectives and 

Policies in the Plan, it is expected that the existing Objectives and Policies will need 

amendments to fully address the current planning requirements and facilitate this issue.

Plan Amendments may be necessary in the Future Land Use, Housing and 

Intergovernmental Coordination Elements. 

 

The City will incorporate intensity standards into the Future Land Use Element as part of 

the EAR Based Amendments. 

 

Plan Amendment: Plan Amendments may be necessary to fully address this issue and to 

comply with the most recent revisions to the Growth Management Act.  Plan Elements 

which may be revised include the Future Land Use, Housing and Intergovernmental 

Coordination Elements.  
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 Evaluate the Plan with respect to the South Florida Water Management District Plan 

and revise the potable water sub-element to include a water supply facilities work 

plan covering at least a 10-year planning period. (163.3191[2][l], F.S. 

The City implemented a Water Reuse Facility in 1989 to reduce its reliance on the 

Eastern Wellfield and reduce the amount of raw water withdrawn from the Biscayne 

Aquifer.  Reclaimed water is one of the options recommended in the Lower East Coast 

(LEC) Regional Water Supply Plan.  The Potable Water Sub-Element includes 

Objectives and Policies that address Water Reuse, alternative sources of raw water and 

water conservation.  The City also participates in the SFWMD SWIMM program to 

monitor the movement of the salt water intrusion zone.  Recent information provided in 

this program indicates the City’s Reuse efforts have stopped the western movement of the 

salt water intrusion zone.  Plan Amendments are necessary, however, to incorporate the 

recommendations of the Lower East Coast Regional Water Supply Plan into the 

Comprehensive Plan.  Plan Amendments are expected in the Future Land Use, Housing, 

Potable Water, Conservation, Capital Improvements and Intergovernmental Elements. 

 

Plan Amendment: Plan Amendments are necessary to address the SFWMD Lower East 

Coast Regional Water Supply Plan.  Plan Element which may be revised include the 

Future Land Use, Housing, Potable Water, Conservation, Capital Improvements and 

Intergovernmental Coordination.  

 

 Evaluate whether past reduction in land use density impairs the property rights of 

current residents when redevelopment occurs in the Coastal High Hazard area. 

(163.3191[2][m], F.S.) 

 

The Future Land Use Plan Map provides includes High (25 – 46 dwelling units per acre) 

and Medium High (16 – 25 dwelling units per acre) residential land uses in the area 

adjacent to the Coastal High Hazard Area (See Figure 8).  The majority of the beach 

frontage is High (50%), Medium High (15%), Commercial (6%) and Park and Recreation 

(29%).  The City does not believe the land use densities provided in the Future Land Use 

Plan impact the property rights of current residents since the uses and densities were 
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established several years ago.  Policy 01.07.01 restricts density increases in this area 

unless a finding can be made that the amendment does not increase current evacuation 

times. 

 

Result:  No Impacts, Changes in Circumstances, Problems or Needed Plan Amendments. 

 

9. The City has designated two (2) redevelopments areas in our Plan as specified in 

163.2517[6][a], F.S.   

 

The location of the two (2) CRA’s relative to the City are shown in Figure 9.  The 

Northwest CRA was formed in 1989 and was included in the 1997 Plan.  The East CRA 

was formed in 2001 and was not included in the 1997 Plan.  The Northwest CRA is 3,000 

acres.  The City has been working with Broward County to amend the Broward County 

Land Use Plan to include a Local Activity Center for the 158 acre East CRA.  

Redevelopment is Local Major Issue No.1 and will require Plan Amendments.  

Additional information on this item can be found in the Local Major Issue No.1 

discussion.  Broward County previously adopted a Traffic Concurrency Exception Area 

(TCEA) that was located east of I-95 in the City of Pompano Beach but deleted the 

TCEA countywide with the adoption of the Transit Concurrency Impact Fee in December 

2004. 

 

Plan Amendment: The City has initiated Plan amendments required by Broward County 

to establish a “Local Activity Center” future land use designation for the East CRA.  The 

City’s application includes proposed amendments to objectives and policies.  The City 

will need additional Plan Amendments to modify the Future Land Use, Housing, 

Transportation, Coastal Zone and Capital Improvement Elements.  Other amendments 

will also be required to address the Strategic Implementation Plan recently prepared for 

the Northwest CRA and to delete the TCEA and incorporate the Traffic Concurrency 

Impact Fee.   
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10. Barrier Island or Coastal Waterfront Location 

 

The 1997 EAR Based Amendments identify in Table CM-1 3,659 acres of the City are 

located in the Coastal Zone.  Seventy-two percent (72%) of the Coastal Zone area was in 

residential land use.  Commercial land uses represented 16% of the land use in the 

Coastal Zone in the 1997 Plan.  The Coastal Zone Element noted the barrier island had 

potential for redevelopment.  This is consistent with the City’s establishment of the East  

CRA in 2001.  Redevelopment has been identified as a Local Major Issue No. 1 and the 

area in the vicinity of Atlantic Boulevard, from west of US1 to the Atlantic Ocean, 

totaling 158 acres.  Plan amendments will be required to address this issue.  Related 

Local Major Issues include Transit Oriented Design, Affordable Housing and City Sense 

of Place. 

 

Plan Amendment: The City has initiated Plan amendments required by Broward County 

to establish a “Local Activity Center” future land use designation for the East CRA.  The 

City’s application includes proposed amendments to objectives and policies.  The City 

will need additional Plan Amendments to modify the Future Land Use, Housing, 

Transportation, Coastal Zone and Capital Improvement Elements. 

 

11. Annexation and the Potential for Annexation 

 

The annexations in 2000 and 2004 have land locked the City.  No additional land is 

available for annexation.  This issue is therefore not applicable to the City. 

 

Result: No Impacts, Changes in Circumstances, Problems or Needed Plan Amendments. 

 

12. Resource Protection and Beach Erosion 

 

The 1997 Plan includes a variety of Objectives and Policies to preserve and protect 

Natural Resources and support to Beach Erosion efforts.  Broward County’s beach 

renourishment program is on-going.  Objective 01.04.00 and Policies 01.04.01 – 01.04.07 
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protect Natural Resources.  The 1990 Broward County Park Bond Issue enabled Broward 

County to acquire several environmentally sensitive sites in northeast Broward County.  

Two sites, one in Pompano Highlands and one near Crystal Lake Middle School, were 

annexed into the City in September 2004.  The Pompano Highlands site consists of 28.74 

acres east of the FEC Railroad in the 4200 block.  The Crystal Lake Sand Pine Scrub 

Park, 3201 NE 3rd Avenue, consists of 25.38 acres.  The Future Land Use Plan Map will 

need to be amended to place these sites in a new conservation land use category.  

Objective 10.05.00 and Policies 10.05.01 – 10.05.06 address Beach Erosion efforts. 

 

Plan Amendments:  The Future Land Use Plan Map will be amended to add the 

Conservation land use category for the Broward County sites annexed in the City. 

 

13. Potential Major Transportation Projects 

 

The following roadway improvements are programmed in the City by the Broward 

County MPO Transportation Improvement Program for the next five (5) years: Andrews 

Avenue Extension in the vicinity of Atlantic Boulevard; Copans Road west of Powerline 

Road; and, expansion of the Florida Turnpike to eight lanes.  Broward County is also 

planning several improvements in transit service including the Pompano Beach 

Neighborhood Transit Center. 

 

The Broward County MPO 2030 Transportation Plan provides for: restriping of Atlantic 

Boulevard to six (6) lanes between Cypress Road and US1; widening Blount Road 

between Copans Road and Sample Road; widening NW 5th Avenue north of Copans 

Road; Andrews Avenue Extension widening south of Atlantic Boulevard; and, widening 

of Interstate 95.  The 2030 Transit Plan includes: Rapid Bus on Sample Road and 

Powerline Road; New Rail Transit in the vicinity of the FEC RR Corridor; and, Express 

Bus on Atlantic Boulevard and McNab Road. 

 

The City’s 1997 Plan incorporates the Broward 2020 Long Range Transportation Plan.  

Preliminary review indicates the 2030 Plan is generally consistent with the former 2020 
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Plan relative to the City of Pompano Beach except for the potential Rail Transit in the 

vicinity of the FEC RR Corridor.  The City has also identified Local Major Issue No. 1, 

Local Major Issue No. 2 and Local Major Issue No. 5 which relate to this topic.  Plan 

Amendments that may be required for this topic will be identified in those issues. 

 

During the presentation and review of the EAR with the LPA, concerns were raised 

relative to two (2) transportation issues: Intracoastal Waterway bridge renovations; and, 

traffic congestion associated with switching activities on the FEC Railroad.  Recent 

repair and renovation activities on the City’s two (2) Intracoastal Waterway bridges have 

created traffic congestion during the peak season tourist season. While it was not known 

whether the repair/renovation activities were scheduled or of an emergency nature, 

improved coordination between the Florida Department of Transportation and the City on 

the timing of these efforts would be beneficial. 

 

The Florida East Coast Railroad conducts operations where freight trains are routed to a 

temporary side track to allow another train to pass by.  In some instances, the freight train 

routed to the side track is long extending over arterial roadway crossings.  The delays and 

congestion created during this operation can be excessive.  Coordination efforts should be 

initiated with the FEC Railroad and the Florida Department of Transportation to identify 

methods that can be established to reduce this congestion. 

 

Plan Amendments:  Plan Amendments related to Major Transportation Projects will be 

identified in Local Major Issues No. 1, No. 2 and No.5.  Additional Plan Amendments are 

necessary in the Transportation and Intergovernmental Coordination Elements to 

address the traffic congestion associated with Intracoastal Waterway bridge 

repairs/renovation and FEC Railroad rail switching activities. 

 

14. State or Regional Studies of the City 

 

The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) has prepared a Lower East 

Coast (LEC) Water Use Plan that proposes water quantity thresholds for the City.  As 
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noted previously, the City implemented a Water Reuse Facility in 1989.  The City’s 

Reuse Program is consistent with the recommendations of the LEC.  The City will need 

to modify the Objectives and Policies of the Plan to consistent with the current LEC 

Water Use Plan which was completed after 1997. 

 

The South Florida Regional Planning Council adopted an updated Strategic Regional 

Policy Plan (SRPP) on June 4, 2004.  The former SRPP was adopted in 1995 and 

included seven (7) major strategic goals/issues.  The new SRPP has been fully revised 

and includes twenty-two (22) goals.  New goals now encompassed in the SRPP are: 1- 

Education and Workforce Development; 2 - Wages and Affordability; 3 - Human Health, 

Safety and Welfare; 12 - Rural and Agricultural Lands; and, 13 - Historic Preservation.  

The other 17 goals, such as, 6 – Housing and 8 – Transportation, were derived from the 

former document and, in many cases, revised and re-written. 

 

The 1997 Plan is generally consistent with much of the Updated SRPP although 

Amendments may be necessary to incorporate all recent material. The City is supportive 

and consistent with many of the SRPP’s goals and policies including Policies 2.5 and 2.6 

relating to Affordable Services; Policy 3.5 relating to CPTED; Policies 4.6 and 4.10 

relating to Redevelopment and Water Reuse; Policies 5.4 and 5.5 relating to School 

Coordination; Goal 6 and many of the Policies relative to Affordable Housing; Policies 

7.11 and 7.14 relating to Water Conservation and Reuse; Policy 8.3 relating to land use 

compatibility around airports; Policies 10.1 and 10.2 relating to preservation of Natural 

Lands; Goal 11 relating to Development and Redevelopment and many of the Policies 

relative to Goal 11; Policy 13.2 relating to an inventory of Historic Structures; Policy 

14.7 relating to Habitat Quality; Policy 16.3 relating to protecting of the Coral Reefs; 

Policies 17.8 and 17.10 relating to Tourism; Policy 18.1 relating to evacuation times; 

Policy 19.7 relating to Mitigation of development and redevelopment impacts in the 

Coastal High Hazard Area; and, Policies 20.1, 20.2, 204 and 20.7 relating to Connectivity 

of People and Places. 

 

Plan Amendments may be required as a result of the studies noted above. 
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15. Housing Studies 

 

The City of Pompano Beach’s Housing Authority is responsible for assisting in the 

upgrading of housing conditions within the City.  The City has selected Affordable 

Housing as Local Major Issue No. 3.  See the discussion of this Local Major Issue for 

more detail. 
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Major Local Issues 

Major Issue No. 1:  Redevelopment 

The City of Pompano Beach contains two (2) Community Redevelopment Areas.  The 

West Pompano Beach District CRA, also known as the NW CRA, was established in 

1989.  The 3,000 acre NW CRA was established to remove existing slum and blight 

conditions and provide economic benefits to the City’s residents.  The NW CRA has 

functioned for more than 10 years and includes four (4) major Projects: 

• the Carver Homes Industrial Project; 

• Dr. Martin Luther King Junior Boulevard Corridor; 

• Old Downtown Pompano; and, 

• Dixie Highway and adjacent Corridor. 

 

The Carver Homes Industrial Project involved relocation of households residing in 160 

substandard homes; demolition of the substandard homes; development of new 

residential subdivision; and, changes in land use to provide for 500,000 square feet of 

commercial floor area.  Work is continuing to implement the commercial uses.  Andrews 

Avenue will also be constructed in this area providing a new major north south roadway 

to serve the community. 

 

The Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard Corridor Project is primarily located in the eastern 

portion of the CRA near Dixie Highway.  A Mixed Use Project is proposed to replace an 

area with significant slum and blight.  The 24 acre project is currently in the land 

acquisition phase.  Three components of this Project include the NW 6th Avenue 

Improvement, the Broward County Neighborhood Transit Center and the Community 

Center. 

 

The Old Downtown Pompano Project is being incorporated into the Martin Luther King 

Jr. Boulevard Corridor planning efforts.  An Urban Design Initiative has been started in 

conjunction with Broward County.  The end result of this will be a Community Design 

Guidebook.  Work is continuing on this project. 
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The Dixie Highway and Adjacent Corridor Project involved major roadway 

reconstruction by the Florida Department of Transportation and significant landscaping 

efforts by the CRA.  Additional efforts in this project are addressed in the CRA Strategic 

Improvement Program. 

 

The East Pompano Beach District CRA was established in 2001.  This 158 acre area 

extends from 18th Avenue to the Atlantic Ocean extending from about one block one each 

side of Atlantic Boulevard to a larger area east of the Intracoastal Waterway.  Major 

efforts since that time have included several planning and redevelopment studies and land 

use planning efforts to modify the City and Broward County Land Use Plans.  The initial 

phases pursued establishment of a Regional Activity Center.  Because of concerns 

relative to development on the Barrier Island, the City initiated efforts to establish a 

Local Activity Center in 2004.  Work is continuing to secure the land use approval at 

County and Regional Agencies. 

 

The East CRA Plan does not anticipate a significant increase in the amount of 

commercial floor area.  The mixed use redevelopment of existing properties to transit 

oriented development will be promoted.  The plan contains several elements designed to 

upgrade the attractiveness of the beach, including the construction of a beachfront 

promenade, a beachfront plaza and a beachfront park near the Pier that could serve as a 

continued venue for small concerts and other public events.  It further proposes to 

increase the amount of public parking within a block of the beach.  A new public parking 

facility on the west side of the Intracoastal Waterway, north of E. Atlantic Boulevard near 

the Houston’s restaurant that fronts the Intracoastal Waterway is also proposed.  The plan 

envisions that people who park in this facility would be provided tram service to the 

beach.  The inclusion of the projects described above is expected to increase the appeal of 

the beach area for day-trippers. These improvements will allow the beach to compete 

with other Broward County beaches in terms of attractiveness and convenience.  The 

beach-related improvements may also encourage the development of a new hotel in the 

proposed Redevelopment Area capable of attracting a more upscale market and/or 

redevelopment of the existing Holiday Inn site with a property with similar quality. 
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The status of existing Plan objectives and policies that address Major Issue No. 1 and 

possible EAR Based amendments to provide continuing support to these very important 

redevelopment programs are provided below. 

Future Land Use: 

Objective 01.05.00 has been partially addressed with the adoption of the Atlantic 
Boulevard Overlay District and Mixed Use provisions being added to the Zoning 
Code.  The City is pursuing a major update of the Zoning Code to better address 
this Objective. 
Objective 01.06.00 and its associated Policies primarily addresses the Northwest 
CRA which was created prior to the last major Plan revision.  The policies for this 
Objective should be expanded to include the East CRA.  The data and analysis 
should also be revised to bring the Comprehensive Plan current with the present 
plans of the CRA’s. 

Objective 01.15.00 is oriented to the Local Activity Center Land Use proposed for 
the East CRA and the area between Atlantic Boulevard and Martin Luther King Jr 
Boulevard, Dixie and I-95 that was identified in the Strategic Implementation 
Plan of the Northwest CRA.   

 

Transportation 

Objective 02.04.00 provides for preservation of existing and future rights of way.  
This Objective has been accomplished in the Northwest CRA where State, County 
and City efforts have protected the right of way corridor of the missing links of  
Andrews Avenue.  The Northwest CRA earlier efforts included removal of 
distressed and substandard housing units and the subsequent construction of new 
replacement housing units.  The preservation and subsequent construction of the 
missing links of this corridor will strengthen travel and work opportunities in the 
Northwest CRA. 
Objective 02.09.00 is oriented to exclusive public transit corridors, which do not 
exist within the City.  The Tri-Rail Commuter Rail however, utilizes a shared 
corridor.  The City’s Northwest CRA is provided service from the Tri-Rail 
Commuter Rail with stations at Sample Road and a future station at Pompano 
Park Place.  This Objective and associated Policies should be revised to 
strengthen guidelines for the City’s CRA’s. 
Objective 02.14.00 has been partially addressed with Broward County 
establishing a Neighborhood Transit Center in the Northwest CRA.   
Additional Transportation Objectives and Policies, such as Transit Oriented 
Development, should be incorporated into the Transportation Element that 
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support the Redevelopment efforts of the City.  The City should also assess the 
impacts of deletion of the Traffic Concurrency Exception (TCEA) by Broward 
County and the adoption of the Transit Concurrency Impact Fee relative to the 
redevelopment areas.  The former TCEA was beneficial to the City’s 
redevelopment efforts. This assessment may require additional EAR Based 
Amendments to the Comprehensive Plan. 

 

Housing 

Objective 05.02.00 and its associated Policies addresses the Northwest CRA. The 
City’s Housing Authority has replaced 294 distressed units with Section 8 rental 
housing.  

Additional Objectives and Policies should be incorporated into the Housing 
Element providing support and guidance for the redevelopment efforts proposed 
in the City’s CRA’s.    

 

Other Plan Elements 

While not specifically addressed, additional Plan Elements, such as Infrastructure, 
Intergovernmental Coordination and Capital Improvements, should be reviewed 
and where appropriate, modified to include revised Objectives and Policies 
relative to the Redevelopment Local Major Issue in the EAR based amendments. 

 
Major Issue No. 2: Transit Orient Development (Design) 

The population of the City of Pompano Beach in 2005 was approximately 102,000 people 

with the recent annexation areas included.  Recent population estimates from the Bureau 

of Economic and Business Research at the University of Florida indicate a 2005 

population of 101,712 people.  The Bureau’s population forecasts suggest the City 

population will increase to about 120,000 over the next ten (10) years.  Because much of 

the City’s residential areas are existing, a major portion of the new population growth 

will be associated with redevelopment. 

 

Transit Oriented Design offers the potential to address housing needs and provide new 

non-residential development that facilitates pedestrian activity, transit usage and fosters 

urban design efforts.  The South Florida Regional Transportation Authority’s Tri-Rail 

Commuter Line runs through the City with an existing station near Sample Road.  A new 
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station is proposed in the vicinity of Racetrack Road.  Studies are also underway by the 

State to evaluate the possible conversion of the FEC Railroad to commuter use.   

 

This Major Issue has implications and dependence on the other major local issues being 

assessed in the Evaluation and Appraisal Report.  For example, Major Issue No.1 – 

Redevelopment, proposes to incorporate Transit Oriented Design into the redevelopment 

efforts proposed for the Northwest CRA LAC between Atlantic Boulevard and Martin 

Luther King Jr. Boulevard, Dixie Highway and I-95; and for the East CRA where a LAC 

is proposed.  These areas may also provide for affordable housing opportunities (Major 

Issue No. 3), Capital Improvements (Major Issue No. 4) and City Sense of Place (Major 

Issue No.5). 

 

The Broward County MPO 2030 Cost Feasible Long Range Transportation Plan proposes 

major transit facilities and or premium transit routes within the City.  The FEC Railroad 

is proposed to be studied for possible rail use in the future although the technology and 

corridor location is to be determined.  Atlantic Boulevard, Sample Road and Powerline 

Road are proposed for express bus with limited stops.  The City should also investigate 

future transit improvements arising from implementation of Broward County’s Transit 

Concurrency Impact Fee.  The Transit Concurrency Impact Fee replaces the former 

Traffic Concurrency Exception Area (TCEA) which impacted the portion of the City east 

of I-95.  The revised fee will generate additional funding for transit improvements but 

will require payment of the transit fee to satisfy concurrency. Additionally, Transit 

Oriented Corridor and Transit Oriented Development Objectives and Policies 

incorporated in the Broward County Land Use Plan should be carefully reviewed for 

incorporation into the City’s EAR Based Plan Amendments. 

 

The status of existing Plan objectives and policies that address Major Issue No. 2 and 

possible EAR Based amendments to provide support and guidance to Transit Oriented 

Land Uses are provided below. 
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Future Land Use: 

While some of the Future Land Use Element’s Objectives and Policies are similar 
with Transit Oriented Development guidelines and characteristics, the Element 
should be revised to incorporate a specific Transit Oriented Objective and 
associated Policies.   
The Objective should be similar to Broward County Land Use Plan’s Transit 
Oriented Corridor Objective 10.04.00 incorporating relevant County Policies for 
Land Use criteria (10.04.01 – 10.04.05), Design Guideline Principals (10.04.06 – 
10.04.10) and Review Process Considerations (10.04.11 – 10.04.13); and or 
Transit Oriented Development Objective 10.05.00 incorporating relevant County 
Policies for Land Use criteria (10.05.01 – 10.05.05), Design Guideline Principals 
(10.05.06 – 10.05.08) and Review Process Considerations (10.05.09 – 10.05.11) 

 

Other Plan Elements 

While not specifically addressed, additional Plan Elements, such as 
Transportation, Infrastructure, Intergovernmental Coordination and Capital 
Improvements, should be reviewed and where appropriate, modified to include 
revised Objectives and Policies relative to the Transit Corridor and or Transit 
Oriented Development Local Major Issue in the EAR based amendments. The 
Transportation Element will also need to be revised to account for the Transit 
Concurrency Impact Fee changes implemented by Broward County in December 
2004. 

 

Major Issue No. 3:  Affordable Housing 

The City is very supportive of affordable housing efforts and much of the stimulus for 

establishing the 1989 NW CRA was to eliminate existing substandard housing units and 

provide improved housing for low and moderate income families.  The Carver Homes 

Industrial Project, for example, involved the relocation of about 160 families from 

substandard housing to a new residential subdivision.  To facilitate housing efforts, the 

City established a Housing Authority.  A wide variety of the Housing Authority’s efforts 

are associated with and coordinated with the NW CRA’s efforts.  For example, a 32 acre 

redevelopment project is being planned for land under control of the Authority.  Table 10 

lists Section 8 Rental Housing units.

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The Shimberg Report "Affordable Housing Needs Assessment" website was referenced 

as suggested by the South Florida Regional Planning Council during the City's Scoping 

Meeting.  Additionally, the “Strategic Regional Policy Plan for South Florida” (Section 

6:Housing) and the “Broward County 2004 Evaluation and Appraisal Report” (Section 

III.6 Housing) and information from the Broward County Planning Council were also 

reviewed for consistency and to identify the need for future plan amendments. 

 

SFRPC’s Strategic Regional Policy Plan for South Florida (SRPP) Goal 6 states “Ensure 

the availability and equitable distribution of adequate, affordable housing for very low, 

low and moderate income households within the Region”.  Under this Goal, the Council 

would like to reduce the percentage of households with a cost burden in the Region to 

less than 30% by 2010. 

 

Table 12  on the following page, provides major household cost burden characteristics of 

the City as obtained from the FHDC website.  The Shimberg Report indicates 63% of the 

City's households own their own homes.  The data also reveals that 65% of the City's 

residents spend less than 30% of the household cost burden on housing; 20% spend 

between 30 - 49.9% of the household cost burden on housing; and, that 15% have to 

spend more than 50% of the household cost burden on housing.  According to FHDC, 

35% of the City’s residents are cost burden relative to housing costs.

The data and analysis of the City’s current Housing Element needs to be updated to 

current conditions relative to the City’s affordable housing characteristics and the 

incorporation or revision of objectives and policies.  The SRPP provides several policies 

the City should consider for incorporation into the Comprehensive Plan as part of the 

EAR based amendments including, but not limited to: 

 

Policy 6.2 Decisions regarding proposed development shall consider the ability of the 
proposal to provide affordable housing and shall treat affordable housing as 
infrastructure to the extent that the cost of affordable housing is factored 
into proposed developments that create the need for affordable housing. 
Tools such as restrictive covenants to require affordable housing could be 
utilized to strengthen development proposals particularly when the 
development’s impacts on infrastructure and services, including school 
capacity, are of concern. 
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Policy 6.3 Encourage new housing, including housing at higher densities, to be 

directed toward areas designated as Urban Corridors, Regional Intermodal 
Centers, Intermodal Centers and Regional Centers as depicted on the 
Livability and Connectivity Illustration of the SRPP. 

 
Policy 6.5 Encourage employers to offer assistance in meeting the housing needs of 

employees who are cost burdened. 
 
Policy 6.9 Provide incentives for employers that offer down payment assistance to 

employees who purchase homes within a 10-mile radius of their place of 
employment. 

 
Policy 6.12 Provide a range of affordable housing that is reasonably accessible to 

employment centers, family support systems, shopping, public 
transportation, and recreational facilities. 

 
Policy 6.13 Promote partnerships between the public and private sector to create 

opportunities to live and work in the same community. 
 
Policy 6.26 Encourage both ownership and rental opportunities for all types of 

housing. 
 
The above policies could also assist in the development of Major Issues #1 and #2.  The 

status of the Regional Housing Plan should be monitored by the City staff for use in the 

City’s affordable housing EAR based amendments. 

 

The County’s EAR Major Issue on Housing provided a 2003 map of locations of 

affordable housing projects.  The map indicates there are wide varieties of CDBG, Home 

or SHIP financed projects; Community Development Certified projects; and, Bond 

financed projects located within the City. 

 

Major Issue No. 3 identified possible amendments to the Housing Element’s Policies to 

improve the consideration of affordable housing needs. It is anticipated amendments may 

also be necessary in the Future Land Use, Intergovernmental Coordination and Capital 

Improvement Elements of the Comprehensive Plan.

Major Issue No. 4:  Capital Improvements (w/Tax Base) 

The City has pursued a major program of capital improvements to improve the image of 

the City through beautification and community enhancement projects.  Approximately 

seven (7) million dollars is allocated in the 2005 budget year to these types of programs.  

The five (5) year capital improvement program provides approximately 46 million dollars 

towards this goal. 

The City Capital Improvement Plan development process involves all City departments 

and divisions and is continuous. The Capital Improvement Plan is prepared annually 

incorporating the previously approved capital projects which are brought forward with 

adjustments in completion schedules consistent with current information.  The Capital 

Improvement Plan is assembled by the City’s Planning Department based on input 

received from the individual departments for capital improvement projects, project 

updates of existing projects and information from the Engineering Division, Finance 

Department and City Budget Office. 

The draft Capital Improvement Plan is prepared after detailed review of analysis needs 

for new facilities and or upgrades of existing facilities and infrastructure, priorities, 

budgets, funding issues and constraints.  The draft Capital Improvement Plan is reviewed 

by the Planning and Zoning Board and provides a recommendation to the City Manager.  

The City Manager considers the Planning and Zoning Board recommendation and 

presents a final recommended Plan to the City Commission during budget workshops.  

The City Commission approves the Capital Improvement Plan and Capital Budget with 

the annual budget adoption. 

The City’s FY 2006 General Fund budget totals $95,312,134.  The  City’s ad valorem tax 

base increased to 9.69 billion dollars, an increase of 16.9 percent from the prior year.  

New construction within the City increased the tax base by 129 million dollars.  For 

FY2006, the City’s total millage, including debt service, is 4.6531.  The total budget for 

the City in FY2006 is $181,504,781.  The budget includes $5,000,000 for City 

beautification and community enhancement projects.  For the next five (5) years, the City 

is committing $47,000,000 community and capital improvements.  
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Table 7 (presented previously) summarizes the 2005 Level of Service Standards for the 

City’s public services of potable water, sanitary sewer, drainage, solid waste, 

transportation and recreation and open space.  The 2005 City municipal area and 

population estimate includes recently annexed areas.  Because the City is now fully 

bordered by other municipal areas, no additional annexations can take place in the future. 

Population projections for 2010 and 2015 are also included in Table 7 along with 

projections of demand, anticipated capacity and resulting Level of Service.  The Table 

indicates the City is able to maintain the Level of Service Standards in the future.  The 

City’s Capital Improvement Program is important to ensuring that the LOS Standards are 

maintained and that adequate funding is provided for necessary service improvements.  

The City currently revises the Capital Improvement Program annually.  Consistent with 

the requirements of SB 360, the City will modify the Capital Improvement Program in 

the EAR Based Amendments to provide for five (5) years of projects with commitment of 

funds for the first three years and establishing the planning for improvements for years 

four and five.  Because the City maintains an on-going and continuing Capital 

Improvement Program effort, the EAR Based revisions should be easily accommodated. 

Several City Departments are involved in Capital Improvement Program including Public 

Works (refuse bulk pickup, street maintenance, grounds and park maintenance, the Air 

Park, drainage, the cemetery and the riding stables), Parks and Recreation (aquatics, 

amphitheater, tennis center and the municipal golf course) and Utilities (water treatment 

plant, water distribution lines, reuse plant, sanitary sewer collection and transmission).  

The funding of the various capital improvements are derived from the City’s General 

Fund (ad valorem revenues and electric utility taxes), enterprise funds (water and sewer 

utility funds), user fees, service charges, grants and other sources. 

The City utilizes a prioritizing system to identify needed capital improvements based on 

the revenues available on an annual basis, the process is financially feasible and sensitive 

to the City’s public service needs.  An example of this is the Water and Sewer Utility 

Fund which transfers $3,500,000 annually to the Water and Sewer Renewal and 

Replacement Fund on a pay as you go basis.  Long range planning efforts such as the 
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Water Facilities Plan, Water Reuse Plan, etc. are used to identify future facility needs and 

financial requirements. 

The City has been able to fund necessary capital improvements in needed public services 

in recent years without raising the ad valorem millage due to the growth in the tax base 

and its prudent financial planning.   The City has the ability to increase it’s millage in the 

future if needed but maintains this option as a last resort.  

 

The status of existing Plan objectives and policies that address Major Issue No. 4 and 

possible EAR Based amendments to provide additional guidance for the City’s Capital 

Improvement efforts are provided below. 

Capital Improvement: 

Objective 13.01.00 and its associated Policies have been implemented as noted in 
the discussion of this Major Local Issue.   

Objective 13.05.00 has been implemented and utilizes a variety of funding 
sources for the Capital Improvement Program. Policy 13.01.01 incorporates seven 
criteria for prioritizing projects including elimination of capacity deficits, 
availability of funds and maintaining adopted Level of Service. 

Objective 13.03.00 has been implemented whereas the Development Review 
Committee is used to coordinate development and redevelopment proposals  with 
service  and financial availability. 
 

EAR Based Amendments are necessary to ensure the City’s Capital Improvement 
Element is consistent with the new requirements of the 2005 Growth Management 
legislation.  EAR Base Amendments will include funding of Facility Master Plans 
when appropriate to identify needed capital improvements in the planning period.   
The City also needs to incorporate revisions in other Plan Elements, such as the 
Future Land Use, Transportation, Recreation and Open Space, Infrastructure, 
Intergovernmental Coordination as required to address the other Major Local 
Issues. 
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Major Issue No. 5:  City Sense of Place 

The City is almost 25 square miles in size and includes a wide variety of land uses, 

building types, structure age, public places and visually attractive features.  Recently, the 

City was selected by the National Civic League as an “All-America City”.  While the 

City has adopted beautification and community enhancement projects as major goals, the 

object of this Major Issue is to provide guidance to the City to facilitate redevelopment 

efforts and improve the urban environment and overall quality of life of the City’s 

residents, workers and visitors.  These efforts will be coordinated with Broward County’s 

Urban Design Programs, other City Major Issues and local input. 

Broward County’s Community Design Book is oriented to improve Broward’s sense of 

place.  Key findings of this study suggest the Transportation Network plays an important 

part of shaping the overall sense of place of Broward County’s residents.  The study 

further suggests “ …..the regional roadways and mass transit systems have the greatest 

direct influence on urban design county-wide.  Therefore, the greatest potential for 

realizing the community goal of improving the overall quality of life in Broward County 

lies in connecting transportation with actual land use, and acknowledging that the key 

functions of the transportation corridor should include: 

• providing public space for wayfinding and exchange; 

• providing access to properties and land; 

• providing a route for multiple modes of transportation; and, 

• providing infrastructure for supporting services and utilities.” 

The City of Pompano Beach has a unique opportunity to capitalize on its key 

transportation corridors, its major attractions and the Northwest and East Redevelopment 

CRA’s to improve on its sense of place.  The City has several key transportation corridors 

that cross these areas including SRA1A, US1, Dixie Highway, Andrews Avenue, 

Powerline Road, Copans Road, Atlantic Boulevard and McNab Road.  These facilities 

and Broward County’s mass transit routes, the City’s Community Bus Routes and the 

Tri-Rail Commuter Rail (and possibly FEC Corridor Commuter Rail in the future) can 

play a key role in shaping the City’s sense of place. 
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The Comprehensive Plan does not currently include an Objective or Polices relating to 

sense of place.  The following features can be important in shaping a sense of place for 

the City of Pompano Beach: the transportation network including roadways, bicycle trails 

and mass transit facilities; City buildings; City parks and recreation facilities, such as, the 

Pompano Community Park, Mitchell/Moore Park and Recreation Center; the Municipal 

Golf Course and the Public Beach; historic resources; major attractions; and the City’s 

neighborhoods.    

It is suggested a sense of place Objective and associated Policies be incorporated into the 

Capital Improvement Element as part of the EAR based Amendments. Other Plan 

Amendments may also be necessary to adequately incorporate Major Local Issue No. 5 

into the Comprehensive Plan. 

 

Major Issue No. 6:  Reuse / Water Supply 

The City of Pompano Beach withdraws several millions of gallons of water from wells 

located in the western portion of the City for subsequent treatment and distribution to 

City users.  The City is also impacted by salt water intrusion, which impacts all eastern 

Broward Cities.   The Broward County North Regional Wastewater Treatment Plan is 

also located within the City.  The Regional plant discharges several millions of gallons of 

treated wastewater through an outfall to the Atlantic Ocean. 

The City prepared a draft Water Supply Plan in March 2004 to meet the requirements of 

the Florida Statutes which require the City use the water demand projections contained in 

the Water Supply Plans of the respective Water Management District.  In the South 

Florida Water Management District Water Supply Plan for the Lower East Coast, the 

water demand projections were based upon outdated population projections.  As a result, 

the deadline for the municipal Water Supply Plans was extended to July 2006, so 

SFWMD could update the Lower East Coast Plan which would the new basis for the 

municipal Water Supply Plans.  The City is awaiting the updated Lower East Coast Plan, 

which has been further extended to December 2006. 
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The City’s March 2004 draft is being updated in two sections:  Service Area Population 

and the Water Use Permit.  Other sections will be updated upon the completion of the 

Lower East Coast Water Supply Plan. 

 

Service Area Population 

 

In 2005, the City totaled 25.08 square miles with an estimated population of 101,712 

people.  The City owns and operates a water supply facility which provides potable water 

to approximately 81,624 residents within the water utility retail service area of 18.88 

square miles (see Figure 5 previously provided in the LOS Analysis). 

 

Retail water customers consist primarily of the entire municipality less the several areas 

in the northwest, north and southwest portions of the City served by Broward County 

Water and Wastewater Services.  This area provides service to 24,191 residents and totals 

approximately 6.89 square miles. Neighborhoods provided service by Broward County 

include Cresthaven, Pompano Highlands, Loch Lomond, Leisureville and a portion of 

Kendall Green.  Other areas include an industrial area south of Sample Road, an area 

adjacent to Copans Road west of Powerline Road and the Gateway Industrial Park. 

 

The City also provides retail water services to portions of Lighthouse Point and the Town 

of Lauderdale by the Sea totals 4,106 residents encompassing 0.69 square miles. 

 
The City does not supply water at bulk rates to other municipalities or other large 

customers.  Because the City is totally bordered by other municipal areas, future 

annexations are not possible.   

 

 

Existing Water Use Permit 

The South Florida Water Management District issued a Use of Water Permit No. 06-

00070-W on September 14, 2005 to the City of Pompano Beach.  The stipulated annual 

allocation of 7,067 million gallons and maximum monthly allocation of 665.1 million 
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gallons are authorized through August 10, 2010.  After August 10, 2009, the annual 

allocation shall not exceed of 6,748 million gallons and maximum month allocation shall 

not exceed of 610 million gallons unless the permit is modified. 

 

The maximum monthly allocation shall not exceed 186 million gallons from the 

Pompano Airport wellfield from November 1st through May 31st of each year.  The 

maximum monthly allocation shall not exceed 279 million gallons from the Airport 

wellfield from June 1st through October 31st of each year. 

 

The City has worked with staff to implement an alternative water supply project (reuse 

dual distribution system) which is integral to preventing saltwater intrusion in the area.  

The implementation of this system is a requirement of this permit and, as such, is 

considered consistent with the objectives of the Lower East Coast Regional Supply Plan 

and the MFL recovery plan for the Everglades.  

 

The status of existing Plan objectives and policies that address Major Issue No. 6 and 

possible EAR Based amendments to strengthen these efforts are provided below. 

Potable Water Sub-Element: 

Objective 06.03.00B is oriented to protecting the acquifer recharge areas and limit 
the westward movement of the saltwater intrusion zone by encouraging use of the 
City’s water reuse system.  This Objective has been implemented.  The City is 
continuing to upgrade the existing water reuse facility.  Design plans were 
completed in FY2005 identifying maintenance improvements needed.  These 
improvements will be implemented between FY2006 –FY2009.  A consultant will 
be engaged in FY2008 to update the Reclaimed Water Master Plan.  

Objective 06.03.00B and its associated Policies should be amended to reflect the 
current plans and program of the City relative to reuse activities.  Additional 
policies should also be provided to provide guidance in other Plan Elements and 
where appropriate the other Major Local Issues. 
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III. ASSESSMENT OF COMPREHENSIVE PLAN ELEMENTS 

 

The State Rule also requires a brief analysis of the Goals, Objectives and Policies for 

each Comprehensive Plan Element.  The emphasis is on the key Policy recommendations 

including the extent to which they were implemented. Some of the following comments 

may require EAR-based amendments to reflect current thinking on some of these policies 

in the current Plan.
