 Combat Engineer Battalion was part of the Army’s 95
th

 Infantry Division under General George 

Patton’s 3
rd

 Army.  The 320
th

 had 27 Killed in Action, 3 Missing in Action and 284 Wounded in Action.  

The 320
th

 was awarded 287 Purple Hearts, 18 were awarded the 1 Oak Leaf Cluster, 1 with 2 Oak Leaf 

Cluster, 46 Silver Stars and 177 Bronze Stars.
